3 Conditions for installation site

3-1 Capacity of power supply equipment to be used

1. The power supply specifications of the installation site should
be observed.

3-2 Strength of the building required for installation

1. The floor strength of the building should be = 4,900 N/m?.

2. As the floor material of the building, plywood with the thickness
of 25 mm as recommended by Takara Belmont, or a
composite material that combines plywood with the thickness
of 15 mm and particle board with the thickness of 20 mm,
should be used. Alternatively, a floor material with the strength
greater than the above should be used.

4-3 Installation procedures

1. Unpack the carton of the chair.
Remove TP-A, M4 x 35, plated (10 pieces) for packing.

2. Remove the chair from the skid.
Remove the hex coach bolts, M6 x 50, plated (4 pieces) that

fix the base and skid.

3. Place the chair at the approximate location.
By holding the carriage bar, bring up the chair to move it out of

the skid.

4. Remove the carriage bar by unscrewing hex bolts,
M8 x 95, plated (4 pieces).

5. Remove the fixing bolts.
Remove the hex bolt, M10 x 120, plated (1 piece).

6. Attach the headrest.
(1) Attach the headrest to the headrest unit.
Fix the headrest with the countersunk screws, M5 x 8,
plated (3 pieces).

(2) Attach the headrest cover.
Insert the catch of the headrest cover to the headrest.
